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Update on Australian Medicines Terminology (AMT) v3.0 model
By way of background, NEHTA’s National Clinical Terminology and Information Service (NCTIS) undertook a broad ranging review of AMT last year to ensure it would meet the needs of the Australian stakeholders. As a result of this a new model for AMT (v3.0) was agreed in November 2009 following consultation with key stakeholders which included representatives from the following organisations:

NEHTA Clinical Leads were also involved in the consultation process.
It should be noted that the AMT v3.0 model was baselined at this point and no changes have been made since. Any future proposed changes to the AMT v3.0 model will be progressed via consultation with stakeholders and the AMT Support Group.

The NCTIS team are currently prototyping the production of AMT v3.0 data and the associated production processes, and are therefore unable to give a firm release date commitment. We expect to be able to provide a firm release date before the end of 2010.

The NCTIS will continue to release AMT v2.0 monthly and to ease the transition for those that have implemented the existing AMT data files (v2.0), the NCTIS will release both the AMT v2.0 data and v3.0 data monthly in parallel for at least 12 months (no longer than 24 months from the first production release of AMT v3.0).
